GCTA Grant Guidelines

2011


The following guidelines were adopted by the GCTA Grant Committee and are provided to help you as you prepare your GCTA grant request.

1. Grants will only be made to clubs/organizations/schools and not to individual persons.

2. Preference is given to junior programs.

3. Preference is given to ongoing programs with successful past performance.

4. While a request for money to be used for capital expenses (such as facility improvements) will be considered, the amount of money available through the GCTA grant process is generally not sufficient to fund such a project.

5. The GCTA is interested in one-time events as well as in ongoing programs. 

6. The GCTA always considers self-sustainability as a key success factor; however, it also recognizes the value of a successful program that is not likely to become self-sustaining.

7. The usual amount awarded is between $100 and $5,000.

8. GCTA grant committee will make the final decision. If your request is not funded, the committee may refer you to an alternative funding source.
